Abstract. The article considers the problem of adaptation of disabled people to living
conditions. Systematic sports activities with athletes with mental disabilities expand their functional
capabilities, have a beneficial effect on the psyche of disabled people, mobilize their will to overcome
physical, social or mental barriers. Substantiating the relevance of the study of an organization that
develops sports for people with mental disabilities, it should be noted that the Special Olympics of
Ukraine implements programs aimed at a healthy lifestyle and integration through sports. The
purpose of the article is to consider the activities of the Special Olympics of Ukraine in the system of
adaptive physical education. Research methods - analysis of the theoretical foundations of aspects of
physical education of people with various persistent disorders of the body's life-supporting functions,
generalization of existing scientific and methodological literature and sources of information on the
Internet. Results: the study identified the most common problems of adaptation of people with mental
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disabilities to living conditions. Based on the materials of the publications, programs aimed at
improving the health of athletes and their functional capabilities are presented. Recommendations
are provided aimed at improving the system of medical examination of the musculoskeletal system of
athletes and the formation of a culture of a healthy lifestyle for people with mental disabilities.
Conclusions: Special Olympics programs are aimed at uniting people with mental disabilities to
promote their social integration in training and competitive activities, demonstrating their skills and
abilities.
